Citi first established an office in China on May 15, 1902, in Shanghai. Citi also owns a 20% stake in Guangdong Development Bank, and holds a stake in Shanghai Pudong Development Bank.

In April 2007, Citi was among the first international banks to locally incorporate in China. Citi's locally incorporated entity is known as Citibank (China) Co., Ltd. (“CCCL”), which is wholly owned by Citibank N.A.. Today Citi is a leading international bank in China, with thirteen corporate bank branches (Beijing, Changsha, Chengdu, Chongqing, Dalian, Guangzhou, Guiyang, Hangzhou, Nanjing, Shanghai, Shenzhen, Tianjin, Wuxi), two investment bank representative offices (Beijing and Shanghai), forty seven consumer bank outlets – Beijing, Chengdu, Chongqing, Dalian, Guangzhou, Hangzhou, Shanghai, Shenzhen, Tianjin and Wuxi, and one representative office in Xiamen.
